Commercial photographers are allowed to use thecbrs
yards and gardens, but are asked to adhere toltbeihg
guidelines:

No fee will be charged for the use of the facillyt

it is asked that any photographer who will collect
fee consider making an appropriate donation (tithe)
to the church.

Photographers and their parties are asked to respec
the nature of the premises. The Memorial Garden’s
Columbarium is a consecrated burial place—a holy
place—and should be treated accordingly.

Photographers are asked to make an appointment
with the church office for a time to use the fagyili
S0 as not to be in conflict with church events.

Photographers are asked to clean up after
themselves and their parties.

Photographers are asked to respect the rights and
privacy of others who might be coming and going
from the church during the time they are there.

Church members and staff are asked to convey these
guidelines to those who might inquire about theafs¢@e building
and grounds, but remember to do so in a friendtyaurteous
manner. Always remember we are the face of St fand
Christ.

When a person (or t®ugrovides a
service, that person’s/couple’s name is movedeaddtittom of the
list. If someone is for any reason unable to hélen contacted,
that name will remain at the top of the rotatiamske will be
called the next time there is a need...and so on.

Our hope is that this change will streamline thecpss
while it spreads the opportunities for serving digusmong our
members. Meals should be simple (no more thassecale or
main dish with a bagged salad or basic vegetabldg-etmugh to
serve four to six (4 — 6) people.
